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ESPN’s Fifth Jimmy V Week Sets Fundraising Record 
More Than $1.3 Million Raised for Cancer Research; Five-Year Total Surpasses $5 Million Milestone
ESPN’s fifth Jimmy V Week for Cancer Research raised a record $1,301,530 in contributions for The V Foundation for Cancer Research during the month of December – surpassing the previous best of $1,238,799 set in 2010. In five years, Jimmy V Week has generated more than $5 million ($5,170,329) in total contributions for The V Foundation for Cancer Research.

The fifth Jimmy V Week initiative, Nov. 30 - Dec. 6, launched with a simulcast of Jim Valvano’s 1993 ESPY’s speech across ESPN networks. Programming throughout the week featured special content and messaging across ESPN platforms to drive donations through December. The V Foundation awards 100 percent of donations directly to cancer research.

Through Team ESPN, the company’s corporate outreach initiative, employees volunteered for months to develop creative content and new applications for Jimmy V Week. In 2011, ESPN employees helped generate nearly $4 million in contributions for cancer research.
